RESPONSIBLE PERSON IN ATTENDANCE WITH SHOVEL UNTIL FIRE IS DEAD OUT.
WATER SUPPLY AT BURNING SITE.
NO BURNING SHALL BE UNDERTAKEN UNLESS WEATHER CONDITIONS (PARTICILARLY WIND) ARE SUCH THAT BURNING CAN BE CONSIDERED SAFE.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING
FORM LE-62A (Rev. 4/05) 

Residential Burn Permit Form LE-62A is specifically designed for burning debris in a 4 foot X 4 foot pile.  Units shall make copies as desired for their own administrative use.  This Permit will be issued in accordance with the written Unit Burning Permit Plan.

	Instructions for Completing Form LE-62A
CONDITION OF USE

	1.
	"X" the appropriate box for the type of burning.

	2.
	Where it is required of Permittee to notify the issuing agency prior to burning so indicate by "X" in the "Before Burning Call" box, and write (or pre-stamp) the appropriate telephone number as per Unit Burning Permit Plan.  If prior notification is not required, leave the "Before Burning Call" box blank and do not provide a telephone number.

	3.
	"X" the "Burning Hours" box when burning hours are specified as per Unit Burning Permit Plan and enter authorized burning hours for the burning location.

	4.
	In areas where the Air Pollution Control District requires small pile burning to be conducted on "Permissive Burn Days", so indicated by "X" in the "This Permit Valid Only on Permissive Burn Days" box, and after "call" write (or pre-stamp) the appropriate telephone numbers for Permittee to use to attain this information as per Unit Burning Plan.  If APCD does not have restrictions, leave the box blank and do not provide a telephone number.

	5.
	The conditions of use may be confusing to the Permittee; therefore, the issuing officer must be sure the Permittee clearly understands by explaining to whom what, when, where, and why calls are to be made prior to burning that burning be done only during burning hours, etc.

	PERMIT EXPIRES
Enter (or pre-stamp) the expiration date of the permit as per Unit Burning Permit Plan.  Be sure Permittee understands when the permit expires.
PERMITTEE
Print complete name and address, zip code and telephone number of Permittee.

	BURNING LOCATION

	1.
	When the Permittee's address describes the location of burning, enter "address only" for burning location.

	2.
	Should the Permittee's address not describe the location of burning (i.e. P.O. Box) or the burning location is other than the Permittee's address, enter the appropriate location where burning is to be located.  Form LE-62 is for residential burning, therefore, it will be rare that the burning location is different than the address.

	3.
	Section, Township, Range, need not be completed unless it will assist in describing the burning location.

	PERMITTEE'S SIGNATURE

	1.
	It is not necessary for the permittee to sign the permit prior to issuance.  This will allow the permit to be mailed to the Permittee.  Permit to be mailed only in accordance with Unit Burning Permit Plan.

	2.
	Permittee will sign permit prior to issuance where Permittee personally appears for a permit.

	DIRECTOR OF CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF FORESTY AND FIRE PROTECTION, BY AGENT, TITLE AND DATE
Issuing officer's signature, title and date of issuance is appropriately entered by personnel authorized to issue the permit as per Unit Burning Permit Plan.
BURNING AND FIRE SAFETY INFORMATION CALL
Enter (or pre-edit) the appropriate telephone number as per Unit Burning Permit Plan.
ISSUING BATTALION
Enter (or pre-edit) the appropriate Battalion identification.
